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From The Pastor’s Desk

The mediaeval theologian, Meister Eckhart declared that, “If the
only prayer you say in your whole life is ‘thank you’ that would
suffice.” We could argue about the sufficiency of that statement
but no matter what we think of its accuracy, that statement points
out in a powerful way the absolute necessity of being thankful.

We say ‘thank you’ in many different situations. We routinely say
it when we make a purchase in a store, or when our arms are full
of parcels and someone holds the door open for us.
We say, ‘thank you’ when we have come through a major
surgery, or someone has remained faithful to us through
difficult times. In all of these circumstances and more we say,
‘thank you’. But, we can easily see that our ‘thank you’ has
different degrees of meaning depending on the situation.

At times, it just rolls off of our tongues and we don't really think
too much about it. While at other times it comes straight from the
heart and conveys so much more than those two little words
could ever hope to. If we have been in a life or death situation,
and someone has literally saved our life, then our gratitude goes
as deep as deep can be. And, in those cases, we know that it is
not to enough just say ‘thank you’ once, and then forget about it.
We think about that person from time to time and express our
gratitude over and over again. Once just doesn’t seem to do it.
We are so conscious of what we have to be grateful for that we
seem compelled to say it over and over again, even as the years
roll on.

When Jesus expresses disappointment at only one of the ten
lepers coming back to thank him, he was not trying to teach a
lesson in etiquette. This is well beyond etiquette. The attitude of
being grateful is a foundational attitude. It is one that we can’t do
without if we are to count ourselves as followers of Christ.
But, gratitude is a response to something — for the leper it was a
response to being cured and restored to the community. What is
it for us?

All of us have common grounds for gratitude, and all of us also
have unique grounds for gratitude. Our response to being alive,
to being a child of God, loved and cherished by the one who
created us - this response is one of thankfulness.
Our response to being saved by Jesus Christ, to his constant gift
of forgiveness — this response is one of thankfulness.
Our response to the Holy Spirit living within us, enabling us to
love and care for others — this is one of thankfulness. All of the
mysteries of our faith in some way call for gratitude. Our very
being alive calls for gratitude.

But, each of us also has unique gifts that we should be thankful
for. It's obvious that | can’t tell you what you should be thankful
for. But, in your quiet moments you spontaneously think about
these things. I'm sure that the cured leper had many, many times
where he just sat back and ran his hand over his own
healed skin — then just wondered at it all as he thought of how
grateful he would always be to this person called Jesus.

And that is why we are here today. To savor our blessings at the
Eucharist — to give thanks as a community — to remind ourselves
over and over again that all of life is gift.
